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State and federal health reform, including the Affordable
Care Act (ACA), will bring significant change to Colorado’s
health care landscape over the next few years. It is
important to understand which policies work and which
ones don’t. How will we know if we are closer to our
shared goal of improving Colorado’s health?

The Colorado Health Access Survey (CHAS) can answer
these questions. Conducted every other year, the CHAS
is a household survey that tells us how many Coloradans
have health insurance, how many can get medical care
when they need it and how people are using the health
care system.

A program of The Colorado Trust, administered by

the Colorado Health Institute, the CHAS is a source of
objective information about these topics. It provides a
common understanding of the progress and challenges in
health care reform, leading to a richer and more productive
discussion about solutions.

Getting CHAS Data

How many Coloradans are uninsured
or underinsured?

®/ How many people are participating
in Medicaid?

®/ How many Coloradans are buying health insurance
through the new state exchange?

®/ Where are Coloradans getting their health care?

®/ How many people can’t get health care
when they need it?
